	Comments:  Roseburg nephelomter jumped from a baseline of about .40 up to 1.48 during the hour from 1800-1900 PDT and quickly fell back to .56 by the 1900-2000 hour and to .46 by the 2000-2100 hour.  It then fell to below the previous baseline, as a marine push brought a fresh air mass into the region.  Mike Jackson, Roseburg DFPA, reported smelling smoke, in Roseburg, for about 15 minutes with visible smoke, mainly west of town, for a short time in the evening.
Aerial monitoring of the burn showed much of the smoke plume rising to about 5000 feet, with movement to the SSE (about 150 degrees).  It appears that there was enough low- level smoke also traveling south-southeastward, along the Umpqua River, to make it into the Roseburg area.
