	Comments:  The Roseburg nephelometer jumped from a baseline of about .45 to 1.84 during the hour from 1600-1700 PDT.  Mike Jackson (DFPA) reported haze and the smell of smoke in Roseburg at 1645 PDT and hazy conditions to the north.  He also reported that ignition had ended on the unit suspected of causing the intrusion.
The ODF Elkton Sodar is showing northwesterly winds, throughout the transport layer, at about 10 mph.  Surrounding  area surface reports also indicate prevailing northwesterly winds at 4-12 mph.  This would suggest that smoke is draining southeastward, along the Umpqua River, into Roseburg.
